We presently only accept OOZ tamariki if they                
have a sibling currently attending KNS. 

3. Around 3 months before your tamaiti turns 5, come into the office to complete the Knighton School  enrolment form. You 
will need to bring their birth certificate, immunisation record and proof of your address. 

We finalise class placements for the next school year in Term 4.  This is done in consultation with staff and parents. Whānau 
will be contacted directly if their tamaiti/tamariki are being offered a place in Te Hihiri. 

If/when a vacancy arises, I will contact the whanau of the child next in order of priority prior to filling the vacancy.
