2020 Knighton Years 5 and 6 Netball Season 
22nd July- 23rd September 

 
The netball season will be starting in July. This season has started later due to Coronavirus. Your child has indicated                    
an interest in playing netball for Knighton Normal School. This is a great opportunity for your child to develop their                    
basic motor skills in a supportive team environment. If you would like your child to play this season, payment,                   
permission slips or online registrations need to be completed by ​9:00 a.m.​ ​Wednesday 1st July. 
 
When and Where 
Games are played on ​Wednesdays at 3:45 p.m. or 4:30 p.m. Games are played at the Hamilton City Netball Centre at                     
Minogue Park, Forest Lake. Games are approximately 45 minutes long.  
 
Game Draw 
The season starts on Wednesday, 22nd July and goes through to Wednesday 23rd September. Once we receive                 
confirmation of the draw this will be posted on our school website and Facebook page. ​It is important to check the                     
weekly draw. ​Parents/caregivers are responsible for arranging transport for their child to and from the games. ​It is                  
important that your child is able to commit to the whole netball season. 
 
Uniform 
Your child will be provided with a Knighton uniform for their games once their fees have been paid or arrangements                    
have been made with the office staff. Your child will need to wear netball shoes (sneakers will be fine). 
 
Team Coaches and Managers 
Each team requires a coach, manager and an umpire. A team umpire may be any person Year 8 and over, who has                      
completed an umpiring course held by Hamilton City Netball Centre. Parent volunteers are central to registering each                 
team. ​If there is no coach or umpire, Knighton Normal School will be unable to register a team. If you can assist,                      
please let me know as soon as possible. 
 
Fees / Payment due by 9:00 a.m. Wednesday 1st July. 
Fees for the 2020 season are $30. Online payments can be made through the Kindo shop mykindo.co.nz If paying                    
by this method, you do not need to return this slip. Otherwise, place cash or cheque in an old envelope with the                      
completed permission slip below and return it to the Frog Box at the Smiley Face Window by 9:00 a.m. Wednesday                    
1st July. ​Note: ​Late registrations will not be accepted. 
 
Uniforms will be issued once permission and payments have been received, and the teams have been finalised. A                  
separate newsletter will be sent home confirming the name of your child’s team, coach, manager, and training details.
